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CENTRES AT ACADIA UNIVERSITY
1.
Requests to establish research centres with the appropriate accounts and controls to process grants, contracts available from outside agencies or other approved sources must be forwarded to the Dean of Research and Graduate Studies who will provide a recommendation to the Senior Administration via the Vice-President (Academic).

2.
It is understood all accounts will receive only funds generated externally and will not be the recipient of funding from the operating budgets of the facilities.  An administrator for the account will be designated by the Faculty and come under the jurisdiction of the Dean of Research and Graduate Studies.

3.
The administrator will identify the unit that will assume any unfunded liabilities for funding, the University will reserve the right to suspend operations of the centre and/or the use of the name containing Acadia if any policies of the University are violated or if actions taken by the centre are judged to bring dishonor to the name of Acadia or Acadia University.

4.
Funding for the centre will not be used to develop full-time positions with normal employment rights and benefits associated with University positions.

5.
The goals, objective and mission statement along with the organizational structure of the centre must be provided to the Dean of Research and Graduate Studies, the Vice-President (Academic), the Vice-President (Finance), and the President from the outset and at the time of any updates.

6.
Any publication, advertising materials, letterhead and such like bearing the name Acadia or Acadia University must be approved through the Office of Public Affairs.
