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RECREATION FACILITIES USAGE

1.
General

(a) The board of Governors has approved the provision of recreation facilities for use by students, staff, alumni and the general public.  At this time, these facilities include:

· 4 gymnasiums

· 4 multipurpose rooms

· 1 olympic size ice surface

· 8 playing fields

· 2 each racquetball/handball and squash courts

· 2 running tracks (one indoor, one outdoor)

· 1 swimming pool

· 2 tennis courts (outdoor)

· 2 weight rooms

(b) Policies dealing with recreation facility usage are developed in order to protect the facilities, equipment and the users of the facilities.

(c) Individuals and groups that are using a recreation facility must wear attire that is appropriate for their activity.

(d) Individuals and groups that are using a recreation facility must provide their own equipment.

(e) Individuals and groups will be responsible and will compensate Acadia University for any damages that they may cause to occur to the property, facilities and equipment during their use of a recreational facility.

3.
Scheduling of Recreation Facilities
(a) The Department of Varsity Athletics is responsible for the preparation of schedules for recreation facilities.

(b) Authorized weekly schedules for recreation facilities are on display in the main entrance of the Athletic Centre.

(c) Requests for the use of recreation facilities must be submitted in writing by the following dates each year:

March 31 – for the May to August scheduling period

June 30 – for the September to April scheduling period

(d) Written facility requests must be prepared by the individual responsible for the respective usage priority areas that are outlined in this policy.

(e) Scheduling conflicts will be resolved at a meeting with those responsible for the respective usage priority areas.

(f) Acadia University reserves the right to determine the kinds of activities that can take place in any recreation facility.

(g) Acadia University reserves the right to pre-empt the use of recreation facilities at any time.

Facility Access


The following individuals are permitted entrance to the Athletic Centre:

· those who are taking part in an activity which appears on an authorized weekly schedule

· those in possession of their own current Acadia University Student Identification Card

· those in possession of their own current Gymnasium Privilege Card

· those who purchase a ticket to attend public swimming/skating or a spectator event.

Equipment Room

(a)
The following items are available at the equipment room for use during open recreation time:

· basketballs

· volleyballs

· badminton equipment

· table tennis equipment

· floor hockey equipment

(b) Locks and towels are available for rental, on a yearly basis, at the equipment room.

(c) Fees for locks and towels are not refundable.

Rates
Facility rental rates, Gymnasium Privilege Card fees, and admission charges for athletic events are approved by the Board of Governors.

7.
Security
(a) The Safety & Security Department is responsible for the provision of security services for all recreation facilities.

(b) Acadia University is not responsible for articles which are lost or stolen in any recreation facility.
