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BANNER/POSTER POLICY
1.
Purpose
Acadia University is responsible for the appearance of academic, residence and recreation facilities.  This policy will identify the process to be implemented for the display of banners and posters on the exterior of buildings on the Acadia campus.

2.
Policy
Generally, banners and posters are not permitted to be attached to the exterior of buildings on the Acadia Campus or attached to any glass surfaces on building interiors.  However, on occasion, banners welcoming visitors to the campus or announcing a special event will be permitted.  

Acadia University will maintain overall responsibility for banner/poster content, structure and location.  

· the building manager will approve posters/banners that are to be displayed on academic buildings

· Campus Programs will approve any banners/posters displayed on residence, recreation and athletic facilities

· Growth & Operations will approve banners/posters used during conferences and on other campus service and event facilities 

The designated person must legibly sign and date the corner of the banner/poster to indicate their approval.  Banners/posters not containing an appropriate authorization will be removed.  

Banners/posters to be displayed on the interior of buildings are restricted to bulletin boards.
