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CANADA RESEARCH CHAIRS
1.
Teaching Expectation
Each Chair shall teach at least one 3-credit hour undergraduate course during each academic year, plus participate in additional teaching (e.g., multi-professor IDST course, graduate course) and thesis supervision.

2.
Reporting
Chairs shall provide a written report to the Dean of Research and Graduate Studies for the preceding academic year within the schedule for the Vice-President Academic’s report to Senate.  The Dean shall determine the outline of the report, including categories, such as publications, research funding, evidence of impact, and leadership within the research community of Acadia University.

3.
Career Development Meetings
Career development meetings under Article 15 shall be completed with the Head of the department to which the chair is appointed.

4.
Annual Symposium
Chairs are required to participate in an annual symposium organized by the Office of Research and Graduate Studies.
